BUCKSKIN POINT SCORE COMPETITION – RULES and REGULATIONS

NOMINATION
· The Point Score runs from the 1 August to the 31 July the next year.

· All horses and handlers must nominate for the awards by completing the nomination form.

· Horses will only be eligible for nomination in categories to which they are entitled to compete by age, registration or membership.

· Stallions which are gelded during the period of point score will be eligible for transfer to the equivalent gelding categories upon request and proof of gelding.

· Horses will only be eligible for nomination in the point score if their registration paper work is up to date and submitted to the Association.
ELIGIBILITY FOR AWARDS
· All competitors must be financial members of BHA NSW in order to be eligible to gain points in any category. No points shall be allocated in any competition to unfinancial members.

· Any competitor contravening the regulations of BHA NSW, the respective show or breed ring being exhibited in for an event, will not receive recognition by the Association for that event.

· No points will be awarded for any horse/pony being shown in contravention of the Rules and Regulations of BHA NSW.

· Any exhibitor whose behaviour is such that during the course of a point score season they are subject to a suspension by Committee will have all point scores declared invalid for the season, Exhibitors will be held responsible for the behaviour of their associates. 

· If any horse/pony being point scored is sold, the points obtained may be transferred to the new owner, providing the new owner is given the completed point score log.

· No points will be awarded prior to registration.

· No points will be awarded in any saddle class to any Buckskin under 3 years of age.

· No points will be awarded in any saddle class to any mare being exhibited as a brood mare at a show.

SHOWS AND THEIR STATUS

· All Royal, Agricultural Annual & Spring shows approved by the RAS together with open breed shows approved by BHA NSW will count for the point score competition.

· A maximum of three(3) regular/monthly shows are permitted each point score season providing that there is no Agricultural or approved breed show as defined above, with Buckskin classes on the same day.

(Persons unsure of a show’s status are advised to contact the point score officer.)
· Points are awarded for BUCKSKIN events only
· No points will be awarded for any show held in NSW on the same day as the NSW Buckskin National.

MULTIPLE POINT SHOWS

· Buckskin National – Triple points.
· All Royal Shows – Double points.
· Three Breed Colour Show – Double points.
· Interstate Buckskin State Shows – Double Points.
POINTSCORE CARDS

· A separate pointscore card must be used for each horse.

· A separate pointscore card must also be used for Led, Performance and Junior Handler.

· Forms must be completed in detail.
· Incorrect incomplete or unspecific/misleading forms/results will not be considered.

· All forms must be legible. Where writing is not legible no points will be awarded.

· Any person found falsifying a point score form, either accidentally or deliberately, will be eliminated from all point score competitions and may be subject to disciplinary action by the Association.

· Normal show ring practices shall be adhered to at all times. 

· Brood mares may only compete in either brood mare classes OR open classes on the same day and may not compete in saddle or harness events. Points will only be allocated from one equivalent class on a day.
CATEGORIES

SECTION 1

· Buckskin under 2yrs (any sex) / runner-up.

· Buckskin Led Colt 2 yrs & under 4 yrs / runner-up.

· Buckskin Led Stallion 4 yrs & over / runner-up.

· Buckskin Led Filly 2 yrs & under 4 yrs / runner-up.

· Buckskin Led Mare 4 yrs & over / runner-up.

· Buckskin Led Gelding 2 yrs & under 4 yrs / runner-up.

· Buckskin Led Gelding 4 yrs & over /runner-up.

SECTION 2

· Buckskin Stallion Overall (led, ridden, harness).

· Buckskin Mare Overall (led, ridden, harness).

· Buckskin Gelding Overall (led, ridden, harness).
YOU MAY NOMINATE YOUR HORSE IN EITHER 

SECTION 1 OR SECTION 2

· Youth Overall under 18 yrs.  (Led, ridden, junior handler, harness)

ALL NOMINATIONS are automatically eligible for the following:-

· Halter Buckskin of the Year.

· Overall Buckskin of the Year.

· Buckskin Country Horse (subject to Country Boundaries being met).

The Country Boundary is north of Bulahdelah/Singleton, west of Bathurst & south of Goulburn/Nowra, including these centres. People living outside the country boundary are eligible and all normal points gained by them at shows outside the boundary are eligible.

STANDARD SHOW POINTS

Points will be allocated as follows:-

· First – 3 points.

· Second – 2 points.

· Third – 1 point.

· Champion – 2 points.

· Reserve Champion – 1 point.

· Champion Buckskin Exhibit – 3 points.

· Supreme Champion Buckskin Exhibit – 1 point.

The Point Score nomination form and the Point score Performance Log are due to the point score Secretary by the 14th August 2018
It is suggested you retain a copy of all documentation forward to BHA for the pointscore competition.
